I enclose this précis relevant to a Litigant in Person (LiP) in a judicial environment dominated by inherent deceit and lawyers no one can trust. This once sophisticated judicial system is now fighting for survival due to the lack of funding and expertise. It reflects, admirably, the consequences of post war parenting and government priorities sacrificing what we had fought for. 
Command Structure Swansea prison is seriously under the thumb of the South Wales Police. Both freemasons and trade unions have an unhealthy influence on just who is charge in all three prisons within The Principality. Cardiff is by far the worst of them being affected.
Complaints Procedure complaint forms (COMP1, 1A&2) evade Question or ignore.17% replied 
Privileges Far too good for the convict and quite inadequate, of course, for those police remanded

Visits Allowed only 2 visits a month, with no pen or paper for court cases, is quite is ridiculous.
Telephone Controlled by MAPPA to allow only two numbers too short but enough time to be monitored to defend its damages claim based on malicious prosecutions and false imprisonments. 
Correspondence As HMP Cardiff denied send recorded delivery letters with notable delays indicating circulations within ‘interested parties’ before delivery. Both HMP Cardiff & Swansea refuse Prosecution CD data access for courts, stamps for courts or CDs off HMP laptop for court.
Access to Personal funds No access allowed to private funds or own lap top data for litigation. 
Library Only allowed once since Christmas despite a good librarian in each one.                 
Health Care Drug crazed inmate culture, whose lives are dominated by ‘substance abuse’, means any request for the most simple of pain relief is treated with suspicion meaning a perfunctory examination. Further interminable delays may or may not lead to remedy. No OAP concessions 
Prison Disciplinary Procedures Effective but IEP for some only highlights serious vulnerability to its abuse, as in HMP Cardiff, where it was rife. Punishment is designed to obstruct LiP remand visits and even less access to the telephone. With its already restricted canteen protocol, to buy stamps and have telephone time, it is an excellent police tool to further bias the scales of justice.
Food While adequate for a remand prisoner it is too good a standard required for the convicted.
IMB Independent Monitoring Board is not quite ‘toothless’ but essential and must be encouraged. 
Choice of Punishment the UK would benefit from the introduction of a two tier sentencing system based on a prisoner’s choice. Subject to both domestic and EU law it has the potential for effective rehabilitation with potentially huge savings to the tax payer.
 Whether it is either a ‘short sharp’ punishment or this idle ‘holiday camp’ mentality, something must be done about a wasted talent currently incarcerated across our country.  
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
