Sample of Health Care/Probation Ref: My two 25th & two 28th July 14, 13th (Abuse of Process ‘Sample of Errors’), 15th, 16th, 22nd , 23rd Aug , 1st, 4th & 8th Sept 2014 letters, all to MAPPA / Probation c/o Barry Police Station & 30th July 2014 letter to OM & PPG Recall Team, NOMS, London & 18th July & 4th Sept 2014 MAPPA letters to specific ‘Approved Premises’, 11th Aug14 HMP General App. form re MAPPA PII / INTBDTTO Disclosure Request and signed  five page Pre-action Protocol notice to police, ABMU Health Trust and HM Probation Service & three 14th Oct14 letters to South Wales Police agents re 22 years of deliberate failed P11/ s8 CPR disclosure and unlawful use of  Regulation of Investigatory Powers Act 2000
1. Last week Security Governor accused me of assault by striking him with my wheel chair
2. IEP punishment triggered, as punishment, to restricting my monthly visits of witnesses and McKenzie friend even more and reduced my weekly allowance to buy telephone time, postage stamps and stationary.,
3. Still denied access to personal funds to process criminal and civil claims against police
4. This afternoon’s continuing Adjudication, by a different governor, caused her to be of the view, following my denying the charge and asking for and obtaining examination of some of the CD CCTV incident coverage, the complainant needed to give evidence to support his allegation.

5. Whether on oath or not, in past five years since the fabrication of medical evidence, I have never managed to establish an Adjudication’ ever to have been properly completed.
6. Security Governor had ‘gone home’ despite his duty rota, apparently, not indicating it.
7. The next day I had asked two senior officers, in turn, to photocopy three A4 pages of data to serve on the next hearing relating to Security Governor’s possible motive to write such an allegation. I failed to obtain the photocopying from either but, on my asking the pages be given direct to the Security Governor without my keeping a copy,  the second did say he was in the prison when others said otherwise.  
Incident
  At hub gate of wing CCTV recorded my waiting, often for well over an hour, for it to be opened by some one willing to answer my relevant questions compliant with PSO and PSI Regulations.
I was waiting at the gate but the Security Governor again ignored my requests. I would have to reverse in order for the gate to be closed which was, I considered, the only contentious issue.  

A CCTV camera, less than six feet away was ‘unavailable’ for a CD. This meant the identities of several officers/prisoners at the scene were lost. R v Blundeston HMP 17/10/81 [1982] 1 ALL ER

a. private medical care – again denied
b. access to legal advice – again denied
c. access to legal papers as per BS614159 court directions – again denied
d. access to photocopying for tomorrow’s 3rd time adjudication hearing - denied
During late afternoon confronted with:

12. Last week’s recorded delivery letters for the courts - not yet posted

13. To sign consent form for McKenzie friend, at least, to try getting access to Llandough Hospital medical records and as to why the delay in the light of being denied HMP medication other than nurse only  ‘over the counter’ prescription.

14. Still no progress in seeing doctor or response from Health Care Manager as to why there is still a delay for proposed operation to assess a tentative diagnosis?
Wed 15th Oct 14 Written applications below - all denied
15. Request print off laptop early am & before 3rd Adjudication hearing as still trying for legal papers into prison, make CDs for courts, see police DVDs and get at library etc.
16. Access to DVD/CD player for court (4th application) used in Adjudication hearing.
17. A lawyer’s number needed, please, before next adjourned adjudication (Nth application)

18. Remove police bugs from my own laptop & ‘HMP issue’ laptop in my cell , Thankyou
