I have received three interesting emails from you this afternoon (GMT). I've had a quick look at everything.

Hi Janet, 

Thank you for the attachments and your sensible comments. Did I send you my own work? If not, would you like me to? No one is likely to have done this research except independently. There has been almost no academic research into the civil division of the English (and probably Scottish) legal system. A few years ago Prof Hazel Genn headed an inquiry into why this was so. 
My own experience was being accepted by the London School of Economics to do a PhD and then having the door shut quietly but firmly in my face. I then spent a few thousand pounds as a doctoral candidate at Anglia Ruskin University. After 18 months, I ran out of money, having been unable to come up with a proposal which my supervisor (a very sharp guy) thought would be acceptable to the Department of Business and Law. And that was before I discovered royal charters!

I think I will Google Hazel Genn and see if I can find what the result of the inquiry was.

Have you been a victim in Australia? Your constitution shows that the Norman-English [sic] monarchy is still firmly in place. The referendum was rigged.

Please find attached 5 Word documents and 1 Excel file.
The Excel file contains about 900 named organisations - supposedly every charter ever granted.
